Bylaws:   UTAH COUNCIL OF FACULTY SENATE LEADERS

PURPOSE:
       

a. To share ideas regarding the process of faculty governance in Utah;

b. To consider and act on issues which have significance for faculty across the system of higher education;

c.
To provide a representative voice of faculty to the Governor, the State Legislature, the Board of Regents, and the public.

PARTICIPATING INSTITUTIONS:



Membership shall consist of the public higher education institutions in the state system.

MEMBERSHIP:


Each institution shall have three primary representatives which include the presidents (chairs), president-elect or vice presidents (vice-chairs), past presidents or appointed designees from the governing faculty bodies.  Other faculty members, administrators, or resource persons may be invited to attend but shall have no vote.

OFFICERS:

The chair will be elected at the last meeting of the academic year and the treasurer and vice-chair will be elected at the first meeting of the next academic year.  Secretarial support will come from the office of the Academic Senate at the University of Utah.

VOTING:

From time to time, position papers or statements of interest may be proposed and voted on by the group.  At least five institutions must be represented to constitute a quorum.  No participating institution may be bound by a vote of the group without its approval and no statement or decision on any issue may be passed without the approval of all the participating schools which are affected by that statement or decision. Agreement of those present is required to constitute an affirmation on any issue. 

AMENDMENTS:

Amendments may be made to these by-laws by a two-thirds majority of those present.  Amendments may not be proposed and voted on in the same meeting. 

MEETINGS:

At least one meeting shall be held each semester with the participating schools rotating the responsibility of host.  One annual convention may be sponsored for all higher education faculty. 
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
